Poker Run
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SKAGIT RIVER
SATURDAY AUGUST 19, 2006

A poker game played with skill, you draw cards at river stations while you float the Skagit River at Newhalem. Not to be missed,
the WRRR Poker run is one of the club’s most popular events. The Skagit River is one of the few rivers still running late in the
summer, the run is rated easy class 2-3 at most levels. Other activities include camping and a potluck dinner in the North Cascades
National Park. Bring the family. There are usually groups running the river on Friday and Sunday also. Contact any board member
for more information or check out the YahooGroup (http://groups.yahoo.com/group/wrrr)

Trip Leaders: Contact Bill Yager, David Elliott or any other board member for more information.
Volunteers needed: Anyone interested in helping with this event by running a river station please contact any board member.

Poker Run Details: Poker Run registration is from 9:30 AM to noon on Saturday at the boat launch in Goodell Creek Campground.
The station dealers launch about 10-10:30, don’t launch before them or you will miss your next cards. Last boats launch by noon.
Cost is $5 per poker hand, you may buy/play as many hands as you want until we run out of cards. To play this game of skill you
get your first card at the put-in and your next 4 cards are drawn at river “dealers” that you must eddy out for. If you miss the
station you have to play a card short. Boaters with class 2-3 ability should have no problem. We will compare poker hands after
dinner about 7 PM at the group camp, you will want to be there when we start because top prizes go first to the highest hand
present. Pick the cash prize or river gear then subsequent highest hands choose prizes. There is a prize for the lowest hand also.

Camping: Free camping for members from Friday noon to Sunday noon at the Lower Goodell Group Camp. We have both upper
and lower loops. There are individual sites in the lower loop and a big open space for lots of rigs in the upper loop. The camp is
on the north side of Hwy 20 along the west side of Goodell Creek. To find the camp look for an unmarked dirt road under the
power lines on the north side (left as you head east) of Hwy 20 just after you pass the main campground, about 1 mile west of
Newhalem. The dirt road is just west of the bridge where the highway crosses Goodell Creek. Camping for non-members is $10.
The park service requests we secure food/coolers inside vehicles when camp is unattended due to wild animals. All food must be
stored in sealed containers until use, violators subject to fine.

Overflow camping: This year we have reserved the Upper Goodell Group Camp for Friday noon to Sunday noon in case the Lower
Goodell site fills up like it has in past years. Or people may find more privacy at the Upper Goodell site. The Upper camp is located
on the other side of the creek from the Lower site, access road from the highway just east of Goodell Creek. WRRR group activities
will still be held at the Lower site around the large fire pit.

Food: Potluck dinner on Saturday at the group camp about 6:30 PM. Bring your favorite side dish, main dish or dessert. WRRR
will provide plates, forks, etc. WRRR will be providing Dutch oven BBQ chicken!

It's been a great spring run-off here in Washington, and we
hadn't been able to get out for much of it at all. That all changed
on a hot summer day in late June with a day of random action.

On the way home from the Cle Elum drainage, we pulled off
near Lake Kachess to scout Box Canyon Creek’s highlight drop,
Off-Ramp. Off-Ramp is an impressive falls. It's at least 30 feet
high, rocky, and has a technical entrance. We expected the
creek to be too low, but found enough water for a little park ‘'n
huck. Fish took one look at Off-Ramp and went racing for the
boat.

His first lap was one of the most amazing things I've seen an IK do. Coming off the second of the two tiers of sliding bedrock,
the boat started to roll. Scott landed on the bow, and pulled off a bow pirouette to stick the landing. Stoked on that move, he

fired it up again, cleaning the line with style.

We explored a bit more and found a clean little double drop above Off-Ramp as
well. It included about 10 feet of drop, a nice pop-up hole at the bottom, and an
assortment of drunk rednecks on the bank. Joe and Fish played on this one for awhile.

Then we were back on the road, headed to beers and barbecue, when we got the
idea to pull over to scout Limp Wrist Falls, the worst-named drop in King County.
For the story on this thrilling name, check Chris Joose's web page. Erik Schertzl and
crew also posted a great video clip of some laps on the falls earlier this winter.

The drop was low. It was Insanely low
for something this big. Scott took one
look and was back gearing up, ready
to soak his third and final set of clothes for the day in his hurry to drop the falls.
Cameras were set up. Scott made one more scout of the drop, muttering things
like “that’s big”, “I’'m SO going to get worked” and finally “I'm running it”. Off he
went. A suitable spot was found to launch the Stiletto in the water, and he carefully
picked his day through the shallow boulders above the falls. The entrance to the
drop was extremely shallow and he got hung up briefly on the shallow entrance
ledge. That was just enough time for a quick “look, Ma, no hands” pose for the
camera, and he launched off grabbing one last boof stroke. A bit of hang time and
he landed it. Time for that barbecue.

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Green River Cleanup:
We Did It Again!

We planned and schemed. We got the word out. We cajoled the boaters to come, to have faith that there would be sufficient
instream flow to get the boats safely down our beloved Green River. We prayed and begged for WATER. It was our 21st birthday!
We wanted a celebration, not a dirge! Saturday, May 6, 2006 dawned bright and clear for our “Clean the Green” day. We got it
all! Well, almost. The instream flow was about 1250 cubic feet per second -- not the optimum for many boaters -- but it got a
lot of rafts and boats down the river. The weather was fine, as it always is! (You didn’t get soaked from rain, did you?) Sunshine,
clouds, breezes, a few showers — Just fine!

Washington State Parks gave us everything we asked for. King County helped, too, with publicity, trash bags and free dumping.
Paul Hickey of Tacoma Water Department came mostly to enjoy the river, as part of a raft’s paddle crew. The Corps of Engineers
and the Fisheries agencies — Muckleshoot Tribe, State Fish and Wildlife, and US Fisheries Service agreed to our requests not to start
the refill of the reservoir above Howard Hanson dam on the day before the Cleanup. The Corps released 1260 cubic feet per
second (at the Palmer gage just downstream from Howard Hanson dam) for Cleanup Day. The inflow at the upstream end of
the reservoir was 1350 cfs. Jay Cohen, our point man with the Corps and other managers of the Green River, was trying for “inflow
= outflow” which would have given us 1350 at Palmer, but that was not to be. On Saturday there was an upward bump in the
hydro-graph that gave us an additional 150 cfs over the Friday flow. Our thanks to all the Agency folks for doing what they could
to help the Cleanup!

We definitely took good care of our favorite part of the Green River, the Middle Green — from Tacoma’s headworks facilities to
just east of Auburn. Washington Recreational River Runners and BEWET covered the river from Headworks to Flaming Geyser.
Mountaineers had boaters on the Gorge. A few Paddle Trails members were spotted here and there although PTCC had a conflict.
A few boaters from University Kayak Club and Puget Sound Paddle Club came, too. And, WOW, the Washington Kayak Club
pulled a GRAND SLAM! In the last few days before the Cleanup, WKC leaders found trip leaders and boaters for every reach from
Headworks to Whitney Bridge. Ain‘t the Internet and e-mail grand?

The boaters came from all directions to take care of the Green River, one of the best whitewater rivers in the State and in the USA.
They came in droves and dribbles; they came in hoards and herds; they came in gaggles and flocks. There were at least 120 of
them. Ground crews: not very many. But there were a few. Thanks to all the boating clubs, boaters, and ground crews. We love
ya!l The Green loves yal!

The “gorge-ous” Green River was cleaner than usual this year — partly because of past efforts over 20 years of our work at cleaning
up the river, and partly because of high flows earlier this year washing out some trash. But there were grocery carts, heavy cables,
tires, smaller debris, and a car bumper which Dave and Shelly Becker of WRRR fastened to the bow of their raft so they could be
part of some “Classic Cars” Parade. The total haul yielded a truckload of trash bags + those large pieces that wouldn't fit in bags.
State Parks hauled the heap to the King County dump where the total weighed more than 1 & 1/2 tons. Folks filled their tummies
at the Friends of the Green River’s Fundraiser picnic after the Cleanup. About 20 merchants donated the food for the picnic/barbecue.
And 70 people donated a bit of cash to FOG and enjoyed all they could eat of garden burgers, hamburgers, hot dogs, pizza and
all the fixings, with cookies and doughnuts for dessert. Friends of the Green River raised almost $500 to help it continue its work
to protect the Green River. Leftovers went to a Food Bank. Thanks to all you donors for helping the Green!
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Saturday night, a group of boaters camped out at the group campground in Kanaskat-Palmer State Park, spending time around
a campfire, singing and listening to live music. Some created great desserts to share, while the cooks competed for prizes for
their concoctions. It was a lovely end to a splendid day on the great Green River. Our work well done, we enjoyed the Moon
and Stars above, the sounds of the River nearby. There were friends and music, campfire and river stories, with chocolate and
cherry, vanilla and pineapple fragrances swirling with the smoke and the music. Aah, yes, we’ll do it again next year.

Wilderness First Al
(Or How NOT to Kill Your Patient)

A few weeks ago Bill Yager and | took part in an 18 hour first aid course sponsored by Seattle Raft and Kayak. It had been years
since | had any first aid training and thought it would be a good idea to bone up on how to use all that stuff in my first aid kit.
Previous first aid classes | have taken focused on administering first aid for the first 10 to 15 minutes, the time it would normally
take aid units to arrive in the Seattle area. My expectation was more of the same kind of training using the minimal supplies you
find in your backpack on an extended trip. That MacGyver kind of thing.

When | got my confirmation email my thoughts quickly changed when it mentioned clothing would be cut off and there would
be pig’s feet for practicing cleaning wounds. Now | thought | was going to learn how to stop a nose bleed with pine needles or
some other natural remedy. Not so, grasshopper.

The class exceeded my preconceived expectations of what a first aid class was suppose to be. We didn’t spend time on how to
dress a minor wound or pop a blister, even CPR was to take a backseat to the major items we needed to learn in two days.

Our instructor, Steve was well qualified to teach this class; Steve is an EMT out of Bellingham and has extensive experience in
wilderness first aid, Steve wasn’t one of those that “can’t so they teach” instructors. The class had 18 participants from all walks
of life, Youth Counselors and River Guides to Backpackers and Hikers, all with same goal, what to do when help is not just around
the corner.

Our time was split between classroom instruction and labs outside. We focused most of our time on how to size-up and stabilize
major trauma and environmental situations. Size-up included method of injury (MOI), Safety/Danger and resources available.
Stabilizing include Respiratory, Circulatory and Nervous injury treatment. Now you may say that sounds easy enough, wrong,
there are so many things to look for, things to do and things not to do and the consequents are enormous.

Labs were intense; half the class would be patients, some conscious, some unconscious, do they have signs of hypothermia, can
you move them, should you move them, how are you going to move them? Some many thinks to do and not do. Now that you
have your patient stabilized what do you do? Do you need to evaluate now? What risks are warranted? Do you have time or do
you risk running that class 4/5 river at night to get them out?

The class packed lots of very useful information into two days. I'm glad | took the class and recommend this class to all own WRRR
members.

Closure

As many of you heard, from June 28th — July 5th, the King County Sheriff closed a section of the Middle Middle downstream from
the class 3 “Middle Middle” section on the class 2 “Club Stretch” which is very popular with beginner and intermediate kayakers.
The closed section was between the projection of SE 114th St. which is the "Blue Hole" and the projection of SE 108th St. The
"Blue Hole" is the same that many of us know as the "Headwall", which for most of the last 10 years has been the takeout for most
Club Stretch trips. The boating community was obviously concerned about the Sheriff closing the stretch of river. Various individuals
and clubs including Paddle Trails and American Whitewater contacted the Sheriff’s Office, the Department of Natural Resources,
and other agencies shortly after the closure to express the concerns of the boating community and to find out accurate information.
Paddle Trails and AW also contacted other boating clubs, including WRRR, and kept everyone up to date.
The closure was a response to two accidents (a drowning and a rescue) the previous week and a couple of strainer trees in that
section of the river. The swimmer that died was attempting to swim across the river, became tired and drowned. No entrapment
was involved. The two women who were rescued a short time later became stranded on a huge cottonwood that spanned/nearly
spanned the river. None of them were wearing life jackets.

The victim was the daughter of Mark Sollitto, Tess. For a long time Mark was a member of the North Bend City Council and also
for 8 or 9 years he was the chair of the Snohomish River Basin Salmon Recovery Forum, (WRIA 9). He is a very well known and
well liked person, who has been politically and civically very active. He is a supporter of many conservation and recreational
projects including the Middle Fork plan. He has also heard the tirades from boaters over placement of Large Woody Debris (LWD)
in rivers and the threat that LWD represent to people.

There were many objections from boaters to the river closure and is understandable, especially given the problem of haphazard
river closures in other parts of the country. We all need to be diligent about protecting our river access. On the other hand, the
action of the Sheriff's Office in this case in understandable, as the victim's family was very well known and popular in North Bend.
The expectation is that the public would have demanded action if the Sheriff had not closed the river. Given the specific circumstances
surrounding the accidents, no formal, public response to the closure was made by the boating community. The Sheriff’s Office
does understand that boaters are better able to maneuver and that conditions are acceptable for boaters.

King County removed the cottonwood tree but there still are logs and sweepers downstream.

A new run on the White Salmon,
through a riverbed that’s been
buried under a reservoir for decades
could soon be possible with the
removal of Condit Dam

As reported in today's issue of the Columbian, Klickitat PUD has announced their intention to acquire the Condit Dam on the
White Salmon by eminent domain (read full article). This dam has aged beyond its useful lifespan and would require significant
investments to bring it up to modern safety and environmental standards. PacifiCorp, a private utility focused on the most economic
course of action, decided to decommission the project, remove the dam, and restore the White Salmon as a free-flowing river.
Indeed an independent study commissioned by the Klickitat PUD in 2002 came to the same conclusion that the small amount
of power generated by this project would not justify the cost of repairing and modernizing it.

Andrew Fahlund, Vice President for Conservation at American Rivers was quoted as saying, "The Klickitat PUD is doing their
customers a great disservice by even pursuing this. It would be like Microsoft going after a typewriter company. They are going
after something that is antiquated and run down."

Despite the significant cost to local ratepayers, the Klickitat PUD appears ready to forge ahead. The cost of acquiring this project
is not limited to the physical upgrades required at the dam as any new utility would be required to go through the FERC licensing
process.

AW signed the Settlement Agreement for dam removal because we believe the future public benefits of a restored river significantly
outweigh the costs of trying to repair the dam. AW Pacific Northwest Stewardship Director, Thomas O'Keefe stated, "we will
continue our efforts to strongly support the Settlement Agreement for removal and will vigorously oppose any efforts initiated
by a new utility seeking a new license for this project." PacifiCorp has indicated that they will continue working towards dam
removal which is currently scheduled for 2008.

Tom O'Keefe has been in contact with WRRR on this matter, and one point he wanted to pass on is that anyone who is a ratepayer of
the Klickitat PUD is encouraged to voice their opinion to the PUD. This dam is no longer useful and needs to be removed, so that an
incredible river can be restored.
